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1. Introduction

Two Mile House has functioned well as a rural settlement into current times and has recently incorporated a few housing estates into the village along with some retail development along the main street. This document makes some general observations on the village character and views as to its development.


2. Village Character

Two Mile House enjoys a relatively unspoilt character and future plans for the village should acknowledge and enhance this into any scheme. The recent retail development including a pub and convenience shop is sited near the school and church and this would appear a natural focal point for village centre. This should be recognised in planning and development of multiple similar centres or offshoots avoided.


3. Pavement Improvements

Currently only some parts of the village have footpath, whilst some footpaths are broken and in need of repair. A footpath should be provided to run end to end from one end of village to the other.
4. Traffic Calming

The new retail development in the centre of the village is at the bottom of a steep incline and the road surface is eroded in parts. Traffic calming measures should be applied here to prevent risk of accident for trucks or other vehicles coming rapidly down this slope, particulalry in winter conditions.
5. Outlying Estates

Some the newer outlying estates, particularly Dowdingtown Wood, are disconnected from village as there is no pavement to allow safe pedestrian access. A footpath should be provided to address this as mentioned above.

6. Community Facilities

Amenity facilities including a community hall, playing fields and other amenities appropriate to the village population should be provided for in plan.

7. Parking Controls

Currently adhoc parking outside the school can pose difficulty at rush times. Given that a new car park was recently provided there should now be an opportunity to improve parking practices at this junction.

8. Broadband Provision
Broadband infrastructure is lacking in many parts of village. This is obviously necessary for social and commercial activity. It should be examined whether the council can work with the utility companies to roll out the required infrastructure.
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
